The Conference will carry 

the theme of ñstrategy, sustainability and organization developmentò and invite well-known 

domestic and foreign scholars and professionals to attend the conference and to communicate 

and probe frontier academic trend and corporate practice problems. The Conference is hosted 

by Business School of Hohai University and we sincerely welcome you to participate in this 

conference in Nanjing.  

 

Organization Development is a significant field of current management research. It 

attaches importance to cross research and application of leadership, organization behavior, 

strategic management, and human resource management. Under the implication of 

globalization, information technology and management innovation trend, modern 

organizations such as enterprises are facing rapidly changing internal and external 

environment.

Transportation 

 

AviationЕ 

Nanjing Lukou International Airport has flights to most Chinese cities and some foreign 

cities. International flights can reach cities of Osaka, Inchon, New York (via Beijing), 

Frankfurt and Singapore. It also has direct flights to Hong Kong, Taipei and Macau. The 

airport is approximately 20 minutes drive from the venue, with approximately taxi fee of 

RMB100 (USD15).  

 

 Railway: 

Nanjing has two railway stations, Nanjing Railway Station and South Nanjing Railway 

Station. The Nanjing Railway station is the station for ordinary trains and South Nanjing 

Railway Station is for High-speed Trains (CRH) from/to Beijing, Shanghai, Wuhan, etc.  

From Nanjing Railway Station, you can take Nanjing Metro Line 1 to ñBaijiahuò Station 

(the destination of the train should be China Pharmaceutical University (CPU)), and then take 

the TAXI to the campus. It takes approximately 40 minutes and costs approximately RMB20 
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(USD3). 

From South Nanjing Railway Station, you can take TAXI directly to the venue, which 

takes approximately 15 minutes and costs approximately RMB30 (USD5.5) 

 

 Expressways:  

 Nanjing has express links with most Chinese cities. If you drive to Nanjing, you should 

get yourself on the Express S88 and exit from the Cuipingshan Exit. Then you can follow the 

road instructions to the campus.

History  

It all began in the beautiful remote township and Industrial hub Hosur, Tamil Nadu when 

Dr Mohanakrishnan, Mr Vasudevan and Prof Udai Pareek met at a dinner. The conversation 

dwelled on the practice of OD in India and Asia and span off the concerns of OD practitioners 

in the continent. The need for a knowledge sharing and, for that purpose, networking was 

strongly felt; there should be a permanent platform. To further deliberate and promote this 

idea collectively with pertinent stakeholders, the thought of hosting an OD conference was 

born. Vasu, who always looks for avenues to help the clients, elevated the idea of conference 

to summit and that of regional to global. Global Organization Development Summit (GODS) 

emerged. 

 

A team was formed to make the summit a successful one. Mohan assumed the leadership 

role as the Summit Chair with the mentoring of Udai. SDM Institute for Management 

Development (SDM-IMD), Mysore, Karnataka became the host and provided the seed money 

for initial expenses. Vasu assumed the role of networking and bringing into association the 

Indian Society for Applied Behavior Science (ISABS), a premier organization in the field of 

OD affiliated to National Training Laboratory (NTL). Thereby Mr Sankarasubramanian, the 

President of ISABS joined the team. Mohan, Vasu and Sankar together brainstormed and 

designed the summit model (www.odsummitindia.org). Udai at the right time introduced 

Roland Sullivan (Roland) from USA to the GODS team. Roland assumed the task of getting 

the big names in the field of OD as keynote speakers. He succeeded in enrolling Prof. Peter 

Kostanbaum, Prof. Micheal Beer of Harvard Business School and Dr David Bradford of 

Stanford University as keynote speakers. Vasu brought in Ms. Anne Litwin, the past president 

of NTL. Mohan gained the partnership of Infosys, the leader in the IT industry, and mobilized 

corporate sponsorships. 
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As everything started to fall in place for GODS 2006, the team simultaneously worked 

on creating a permanent platform for networking to bring together OD professionals, 

practicing managers and the academics. Hence, in the summit design six hours were allotted 

to have a brainstorming on the formation of Asia OD Network (AODN). The summit, a grand 

success with about 200 delegates representing seven countries, witnessed a serious and 

thoughtful deliberation of the forming of AODN through intensive brainstorming and created 

a white paper. 

 

In the mid course of the summit Dr Lee Hsing Lu (Lee Lu) came forward to host the next 

GODS of 2007 in China and Mr. Douglas (Dough) proposed to host it in Singapore in 2008. 

Lee spearheaded the effort of organizing the second GODS (2007) and brought more 

networking and affiliations with popular OD educational organizations like Benedictine 

University. With the help of Benedictine University and SDMIMD as knowledge partners and 

sponsors GODS 2007 will be conducted in Shenyang city in China with Shenyang Jian Zhu 

University as the host. 

 

The Asia OD Network (AODN) was formed in 2006 by a group of OD scholars and 

practitioners based in Asia and the US, is a not-for-profit organization, officially registered in 

the US and in India in May and June respectively.

Introduction of Nanjing  

 

Nanjing is the capital of Jiangsu Province. It locates on the both bank at the middle of the 

lower reach of Yangtze River. Nanjing is a world famous historic city, one of the seven 

famous ancient capitals in China. It is called ñCapital of Six Dynastiesò. From 3
rd

 century, 

there were six dynasties, East Wu, East Jin, Song, Qi, Liang, Chen, set their national capitals 

in Nanjing. Nanjing has a mixed scenery of both giant rivers and small springs; both royal 

places and local leisure places; both city wall and famous temples. Nanjing has a clear season 

shift.  

 

This conference will be held in October. At that time, the temperature in Nanjing is 

between 12ð22ᴈ, at there wonôt be much rain. It will be a perfect time for touring in Nanjing. 

You can enjoy the real ñgolden timesò of Nanjing in one year.  

 

From ancient time, Nanjing is one of the key education and cultural center in China. You 

can find the site of ancient Chinese examination place. You can find the Confucius Temple. 

You can also find 48 universities and colleges as well as more than 600 research institutes in 

Nanjing now.  

 

Nanjing is also a key hub of multi-transportation in East China. It has one international 

airport, two major railway stations for several high-speed railway, and sound express way 

network. The Nanjing Port is the largest port on inland waters in China.  
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Tourism and Shopping  

 

Currency  

The currency of China is RMB, and the present exchange rate with USD is 6.55:1. RMB 

has paper notes of 1 yuan, 2 yuan, 5 yuan, 10 yuan, 20 yuan, 50 yuan and 100 yuan, as well as 

coins of 10 fen, 50 fen and 1 yuan.  

 

At present, foreign currency is forbidden for circulation in China and all payments 

should be settled in RMB. You can exchange your currency to RMB at banks, currency 

exchanges institutions and self-service exchange machines. Please exchange your currency at 

high-ranking institutions in order not to receive counterfeit notes.  

 

Cash is the most common payment in China. Some businesses also accept credit cards. 

In China, major foreign credits (VISA, MC, AE, DINNERôs, JCB) are available at banks, 

ATMS and businesses which have their logos at their cashiers.  
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Public transportation  

Nanjing has three major public transportations: bus, metro and taxi. Most buses in 

Nanjing are self-service ticketing with 1 yuan for non-air-conditioning bus and 2 yuan for 

air-conditioning bus. Nanjing has 2 Metro lines which interchange at Xinjiekou Station and 

Yuantong Station. They cover most prosperous places, residential places and universities in 

Nanjing. The fee is from 2 yuan to 4 yuan according to distance. It has self-service ticketing 

machines at stations as well as English instructions. The flag-fall price of taxi in Nanjing is 9 

yuan for 3km plus 2 yuan petrol extra fee, and 2.4 yuan per kilometer after the initial 3 

kilometers.  

 

Places for tourists  

Nanjing has rich tourism interests covering historical, modern and natural sceneries. The 

most famous places for tourists are Mausoleum of Dr. Sun Yat-sin, Mausoleum of the First 

Emperor of Ming Dynasty, the Presidential Palace, Confucius Temple, Xuanwu Lake, Yuhua 

Hill, the City Wall, the Yangtze River Bridge, etc.  

 

Most historical places in Nanjing were built in three periods, the Ming Dynasty 

(1368-1405), the republic of China (1912-1949), and the Peopleôs Republic of China (1949- ).  

 

You can take tourist buses to most of these sceneries. Some of them have metro 

connection. You can also take taxi to those places. 

 

 

Shopping  

Currently, Nanjing has three major shopping centers: Xinjiekou, Confucius Temple and 

Hunan Road. 

 

Xinjiekou is the most famous and prosperous shopping center in Nanjing. It has 

department stores for world famous brands as well as booths for economical products. It is 

also the central business district in Nanjing where locates many big corporations.  

 

Confucius Temple is a place of interest as well as shopping center. It has franchise stores 

for clothes at various levels, has booths and stores for local products, and has restaurants for 
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local delicacies. You can go shopping there at daytime, and having a traditional Nanjing 

dinner. In the evening, you can take the boat on Qinhuai River to feel the history of Nanjing.  

 

On Hunan Road, there are franchise stores as well as department stores. You can also 

enjoy various delicacies on Shiziqiao, a lane especially for delicacies.  

 

Local Delicacies and Specialties  

The above three shopping centers are delicacy centers as well, especially the Confucius 

Temple. There are also delicious local foods everywhere in Nanjing.  

At Confucius Temple, there are several restaurants that provide the whole set of Nanjing 

local delicacies, such as Wanqinlou, Qinhuai Renjia, etc. Famous Nanjing local delicacies are 

steamed baozi, salted duck, mung bean cake, fried tofu, guotie (fried dumpling), duck-blood 

soup, etc.  

If you want to bring back some local specialties, Yuhua Stone, Nanjing Brocade, goldleaf 

products are best choices. You can find them especially at Confucius Temple.
